Stained  Glass Windows Update 

 The Bovard Studio began work on rebuilding the stained glass windows on  

Pickaway and Main Streets this week.  They are currently working on 

Pickaway Street.  These repairs include fixing and painting the woodwork 

around the windows and putting new outside coverings on both windows.  

  During any restoration there are unforeseen issues that arise 

Unfortunately, there has been significant damaage identified to the 

windows above the two stained glass panels that were previously removed. 

The windows above those panels will need to be transported to the Bovard 

facility for repair.  

The glass is actually separating from the lead and there are spaces the 

size of a pencil between the pieces of glass.

The white line is outside light coming through the crack that need repair.
